Jemima Bunn is Director of Music at Blackburn High School, a co-
educational government secondary school situated in the state of Victoria, 
Australia.  In this role, she administrates a vibrant classroom, instrumental 
and ensemble program, teaches in the general classroom program and 
conducts ensembles.  Jemima is very proud to be working to continue a 
tradition of excellence in one of Victoriaôs finest government school music 
programs. 

Prior to Blackburn High School, Jemima directed music programs at Cam-
berwell High School, Ivanhoe Grammar and Glen Waverley Secondary 
College, coordinating active classroom and instrumental programs, and 
worked as an Instrumental Music Coordinator at the Eastern Metropolitan 
Region.   

Having completed a Masters in Music Education at University of Wisconsin 
– Madison (2001-2002) and a Bachelor of Education from The University 
of Melbourne (1996), Jemima is currently completing PhD study in music 
education.  Undertaking study, she has presented at the American Educa-
tional Research Association (AERA), Australia and New Zealand Research 
Association of Music Education (ANZARME), Australian Society of Music 
Educators (ASME) and other academic conferences for the University of 
Melbourne. 

Jemima has performed and toured extensively with the Melbourne Youth 
Symphonic Band to United States and United Kingdom; the Australian Na-
tional Youth Band, travelling to Japan; and was a member of Australian 
Wind Orchestra, who were the first Australian group to perform at the Mid-
west Clinic in 1993. 

Over past years, Jemima has conducted ensembles at The University of 
Wisconsin – Madison Summer Music Clinic and University of Southern 
Mississippi Honours Band Camp, for Melbourne Youth Music; the Eastern 
Region Concerts; adjudicating Festivals throughout Australia.  Jemima is 
conductor/administrator of the Melbourne Wind Ensemble, an ensemble 
made up of professional and semi-professional wind, brass and percussion 
players who wish to play high level, challenging wind ensemble repertoire.  
She is a very proud advocate of music written by Australian composers. 

Jemima has been active in the Australian Band and Orchestra Directorsô 
Association (ABODA) over several years, serving as a committee member, 
president and vice president at state and nationally level.  In 2006, she re-
ceived an ABODA Excellence Award for her work as an ensemble director 
and music educator.

Ingrid Martin  

Ingrid Martin's work as a music educator, conductor, curator and clinician is 
united by the common vision of moving people and transforming lives 
through the emotive power of music. Conducting the Blackburn High School 
Concert Band and teacher of French Horn, Ingrid strives to inspire students 
to find their musical voice.  

As Artistic Director of the Victorian Youth Symphony Orchestra and the 
Crosswinds Ensemble she leads innovative performances that fuse music 
with other art forms in unexpected venues. Provocateur saw a packed pub 
audience enraptured by Ravel, Kurt Weill and Matthew Hindson. Mel-
bourneôs gaming community came out in force for Battlecry, which 
paired World of Warcraft alongside Beethoven and Saint-Saëns. 
In Masquerade the Crosswinds Ensemble played 20th century opera and 
cabaret at the Heide Museum of Modern Art amongst renegade 1930s paint-
ings. Her diverse programming and bold collaborations have engaged new 
audiences, who leave with a deeper connection to the raw emotion of or-
chestral music.  

By empowering musicians to find their unique voice she creates inspiring 
musical experiences for both performers and audiences.  Ingrid envisions a 
world where musicians and teachers are inspired to be fiercely expressive 
and fearlessly creative, listening deeply to themselves, each other and their 
audiences. Leading from the podium and as a conducting teacher she aims 
to bring deeper meaning to the lives of conductors, students, musicians and 
audiences. 

Andy OôConnell 

Andy OôConnell is a well-respected educator and experienced perform-
er.  For over 20 years he has directed the award-winning Blackburn High 
School Senior Stage Band and has achieved international recognition for the 
program, involving invitational guest performances in the USA on two occa-
sions, for the International Association of Jazz Educators (IAJE) and The 
Monterey School Jazz Festival.  In 2014 the group had a name change to 
the Blackburn High School Senior Jazz Orchestra and for the past four years 
have won the National Stage Band Awards 3 times. They have 
achieved notable praise from jazz legends like Wycliff Gordon, Gordon 
Goodwin and James Morrison often performing entire programs by memory 
and being known for exceptional musicianship but also style, character, atti-
tude and 'honest to goodness' fun.  Andy has also been involved with bring-
ing outstanding young musicians together from different schools. He coordi-
nated and directed a combined ensemble of some of Melbourneôs finest 
young jazz musicians for Channel Sevenôs óGood Friday Appealô.  They per-
formed as the house band throughout the telecast and also backed young 
jazz singer Liam Burrows.  Andyôs educational focus is heavily influenced by 
his own career as a performer and composer.

Linda J. Gammon is the director of the NVYW Junior 
Winds.  Prior to assuming this position she directed 
middle school bands at three middle schools in Fair-
fax County, VA for over 30 years.  She is a native of 
Dover-Foxcroft, Maine and received her Bachelor of 
Science degree in music education from Clarion Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania and a Master of Arts degree 
in conducting from George Mason University.   She 
currently is the university supervisor for student 
teachers from Mason, JMU, and Shenandoah Con-
servetory.   
 
Under Ms. Gammonôs direction, her middle school 
bands earned consistent superior ratings, awards, 

and enjoyed state, regional and national recognition including four appearanc-
es at the 1992, 1993, 2000, 2012 Virginia Music Educators State Conferences 
and the 1993, 2000 Mid-West International Band and Orchestra Clinic in Chi-
cago. In 1997 Ms. Gammon and the Robinson Middle School Symphonic 
Band were awarded the prestigious John Philip Sousa Foundation Sudler Sil-
ver Cup Award, the highest honor bestowed on a middle school band pro-
gram.

Laurel Phillip is the associate conductor of the NVYW 
Junior Winds.  Mrs. Phillip began her teaching ca-
reer at Seneca Ridge Middle School in Sterling and 
now is currently teaching at Rachel Carson Middle 
School in Fairfax County.  At Carson she is responsi-
ble for teaching the concert bands, the percussion 
ensemble, and the RCMS Jazz band.  Laurel Phillip is 
a member of the National Band Association, NAfME, 
VMEA and is the Registration Coordinator for the Vir-
ginia Music Educatorôs Conference.  She is a nation-
ally recognized Suzuki Flute teacher through the Su-
zuki Association of the Americas.  During her sum-
mers she spends time teaching at various band 
camps throughout Loudoun and Fairfax. 

Mrs. Phillip graduated from the University of Tennessee in Knoxville 
earning a Bachelorôs degree in Music Education and Flute Performance.  She 
earned her Masterôs degree in Education from George Mason University. 

Mrs. Phillip lives in Aldie, Virginia with her daughter, Hannah, and  
husband, Jonathan, a high school band director.  She enjoys helping his high 
school marching band in the late summer and fall months. 

 



  
Denny Stokes, Conductor, Symphonic Winds 

Denny Stokes is the founding conductor of the 
Northern Virginia Symphonic Winds.  Prior to 
assuming this position, he directed high school 
bands at three schools in Fairfax County, Virginia 
for thirty-two years, and continues to serve as a 
clinician, conductor and adjudicator in the eastern 
United States.   

Mr. Stokes attended the University of Tennessee, 
Knoxville, receiving his BS in music education.  He 
holds an MM in conducting at George Mason Uni-
versity, where he co-conducts the Mason Sym-
phonic Band.   He is the only high school band 
director in the United States to have earned the 
prestigious Sudler Flag of Honor with two high 
school bands.  Elected to the American Bandmas-

ters Association in 2005, he also maintains professional affiliations with 
the National Band Association, Music Educators National Conference, 
Virginia Music Educators Association, Virginia Band & Orchestra Direc-
tors Association, Fairfax Band Directors Association and Phi Beta Mu.  
Mr. Stokes is a 2017 inductee to the Phi Beta Mu International Bandmas-
ters Fraternity Hall of Fame.  He has served VBODA as chairman in two 
districts and as President of VBODA, and continues as an active past 
president.    

Jonathan Phillip,  Associate Conductor 

Jonathan Phillip is the associate conductor of the 
Northern Virginia Symphonic Winds. Mr. Phillip 
is a graduate of James Madison University and 
holds a masterôs degree from George Mason Uni-
versity. He is also certified to be a K-12 Administra-
tor through The George Washington University. He 
studied tuba with Mark Theile and Kevin Stees.  

Mr. Phillip is the director of bands at John Champe 
High School, in Aldie Virginia. With an inaugural 
marching band of 24 members, the marching band 
has grown to 170 members in five years. The stu-
dents have earned superior ratings in marching 
band, concert band, Virginia Honor Band, per-
formed at the 2015 Virginia Music Educators Con-

ference, and performed at the 2017 National Concert Band Festival. The 
program has grown to serve over 250 students including four concert 
bands, jazz band, and percussion ensembles. The program also offers 
more opportunities for musical growth with indoor color guard, indoor 
drumline, various small ensembles, and a thriving private lesson program.
